This is a response to your leter dated July 7, 2000, in which yvou have incleded
information from Michayl Mellen and George Siokes regarding concerns with the law
enforcement al Taylor County, You further allege retaliatory proceedings regarding Mr, Mellen’s
daughter. You also state that Mr, Stoke’s son was picked up for and alleged prole violuion Lor
10 Apparenl reason.

The Criminal Section of the Civil Rights Division is responsible for enforcing federal
criminal civil rights statutes. This enforcement activity involves the investigation of alleged
deprivations of civil Aghls under color of law, generally the use of excessive physical force or
sexual abuse by law enforcement oificers (18 11.8.C. §3 241 and 242}, The Section’s remaining
enloreement efforts involve the investigation ol allegations of forcible interference with
specifically enumerated federally protecled activities based upon race, color, religion and
national origim (18 LS00 5§ 245, 247 and 42 ULS.C. § 3631}, as well as allegations of human
traflicking, involuntary servitude or peonage (18 U.8.C. §§ 1381, 1584, 1389-1594), and
allegations of forcible interference with reproductive clinics under the Freedom of Aveess o
Clinie Entrances Act {18 LL5.C, § 248),

The informuation which vou furnizshed is insufficient 1o permil us 10 determine the
cxislence of g possible violation of federal erommal eivil rights slatutes, Therefore, we are unable
1o authorize investigation of vour complaint at this time. We will consider incidents imvolving
the use of exeessive Loree by law enforcement officials if vou will provide specific information
concerning the circumstaneas involved m the complaint. Y ou should include the date of the
incident, the sequence of events leading up w and including the assault; a deseription ol the
injuries sustained; copies of medical reports; and the names of involved law enlorcement
officials and possible wilnesses.
